Course Objectives:  The objective of this course is to strengthen basis skills in arithmetic and problem solving to prepare students for more advanced math classes such as algebra and statistics.  Students will refresh their skills in addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.  We will also place special emphasis on order of operations, exponents, square roots, fractions, and geometric formulas.

Teaching Methods: Students will complete several online assignments and practice tests, as well as in-class work, written homework and written exams designed to encourage students to practice the skills they are learning.  Scientific calculators (not necessarily graphing calculators) will be permitted, but will not be emphasized.

Required Text: Prealgebra,  4th edition, by Marvin L. Bittinger, and David J. Ellenbogen.

Computer Materials: You will also need a MyMathLab access code, and a CCAC computer account.  A scientific calculator is required.  (For students going on to take additional math courses, a TI-83 may be recommended.)

Extra Assistance: Students may get additional tutoring assistance from the Learning Assistance Center (LAC) in L-547.   The LAC is open from 8A-8P MTWTh, and Friday mornings, or by appointment.  Online tutoring help is also available at http://www.tutoring-ccac.net.

Evaluation Plan:  Students will be evaluated based on one major mid-term exam worth 25% of the grade and one comprehensive final exam worth 30% of the grade.  Written homework assignments will be 10% of the grade.  Online homework assignments will be 25% of the grade.  The remaining 10% will be allocated to attendance, class participation including in-class work and the online practice tests.
Policies and Procedures:  Late assignments can be made up only under extreme circumstances.  Online assignments must be turned in on time also.  Be aware of the due dates and don’t wait until midnight to submit them.  Students are expected to attend every class.  Missing class does not necessarily constitute an extreme circumstance.  Assignments given in one class may be due the next class.  If you must miss class, you are still responsible for turning assignments in on time.  Also, any student that misses the final exam fails the course.  If there is an emergency of some kind, either personal or weather related, you must contact me immediately (within 24 hours) to arrange for a possible make-up.
