	Required Materials:
	In addition to your textbook, this course requires the use of a graphing calculator.  The TI-83 or TI-84 is recommended.  It may be used at all times during the course, including on exams.  Students who choose other models of calculators may get assistance using other TIs from me, but you will be on your own for other brands.



	Homework:
	Homework problems will be assigned for each section covered in class, and a selection of them will be collected at the end of each chapter, and will be collected every Monday.


	Exams & Projects:
	Five exams will be given during the course, roughly one each week.  In lieu of a final exam, students will be required to write a final project paper on some topic covered in the course.  The final project will be weighted equal to one exam.


	Absences:
	If you miss a lecture, it is your responsibility to find out what material was covered and what exercises were assigned.  The instructor will not take class time to go over the same material again.  Absences that may result in missed exams or turning in assignments late must be made known to the instructor prior to the absence.  Exceptions will be made only in rare circumstances, and evidence must be provided of the reason for the absence in order to be excused.  The final project, which is due on the last day of class, may not be submitted late.


	Computer Use:
	This course will be aided by the use of the computer software program ALEKS.  Access to it will be free to students.  We will use the software during exams and for in-class labs noted on the schedule.  Access to computer labs on campus outside of class should be available.
